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Når 10-årige Melanie ankommer til dagens første skoletime, er hun fastspændt og har en pistol rettet mod hovedet. Som pigen Melanie ses Sennia Nanua i sin kun anden filmrolle. 

THE GIRL WITH ALL THE GIFTS

The near future: humanity has been all but destroyed by a fungal disease that eradicates free will and turns its victims into flesh eating “hungries”. Only a small group of children seem immune to its effects.

At an army base in rural England, this group of unique children are being studied, subjected to cruel experiments by scientist Dr. Caldwell.  Despite having been infected with the zombie pathogen that has decimated the world, these children retain normal thoughts and emotions.  And while still being subject to the craving for human flesh that marks the disease, these second-generation “hungries” are able to think and feel, making them a vital resource in the search for a cure.

The children attend school lessons daily, guarded by the ever-watchful Sergeant Parks.  But one little girl, Melanie, stands out from the rest.  Melanie is special.  She excels in the classroom, is inquisitive, imaginative and loves her favourite teacher Miss Justineau.

When the base falls, Melanie escapes along with Miss Justineau, Sergeant Parks, Dr. Caldwell and two other soldiers (Gallagher and Dillon).  Against the backdrop of a blighted Britain, Melanie must discover what she is and ultimately decide both her own future and that of the human race.
PRODUCTION STORY

The Girl With All The Gifts began with a short story submitted to a themed anthology. Mike Carey, author of comic books and novels, was invited by Charlaine Harris and Toni Kelner to contribute to a collection of supernatural, horror and dark fantasy stories, all of which would pertain to the theme of ‘school days’. Having been a teacher for 10 years, Carey agreed to participate, though saying “yes” was the easy part.

 

“Then I sat at home for months, staring at the wall,” he recalls. “I couldn’t think of a single idea that wasn’t a really bad Harry Potter rip-off. And then one day, I just woke up with the idea of Melanie in my mind – a young girl sitting in a classroom, writing that sort of perennial essay ‘What I Want To Be When I Grow Up’. But we can see that she’s not going to grow up. She’s a zombie.”

 

The short story is set in a subterranean bunker on an army base. It is the only world that Melanie knows. “Her experience is limited to a handful of rooms and a corridor; the cell in which she is kept; the corridor outside the cell; and a classroom in which she and several other children like her are taught,” Carey continues. “She doesn’t question it. It’s all she’s ever known. But we notice that the adults around her are treating her in a very strange way, that she’s being treated like a cross between a wild beast and an unexploded bomb. She’s tied in a wheelchair in order to be taken from room to room. She’s never allowed any interaction with adults, except for when she is restrained in that way. And soldiers train guns on her for most of the time as well. It takes us a while to realize why she is being treated in this way.”

 

The next step in the journey happened rather casually. Meeting with producer Camille Gatin for a general catch-up, Carey mentioned, almost as an afterthought, that he’d just completed a short story. He asked Gatin if she would take a look at it before he sent it off.

 

“I absolutely fell in love with Melanie,” says Gatin. “I knew there were a lot of zombie stories out there, on TV and in comic-books and novels, but I’d never really seen a character like Melanie before. Concurrently, Colm [McCarthy, director] had told me he’d looked at a lot of derelict locations and he’d love to find a project we could shoot there. So I thought it might be a really good fit. I sent it to Colm and we all responded to all the same elements.”

 

McCarthy agrees, pointing out that Carey wrote the character of Melanie out of love for his daughter – something that the director could relate to, having a daughter himself. “Melanie is incredibly unique and yet somebody who feels like somebody who could be your friend or somebody you could love,” he says.

 

And so began the unusual process of a writer, director and producer all working together on ideas and story arcs. The short story, they knew, would only account for the first 10 minutes or so of screen time, and so they brainstormed. Making the process even more unusual was the fact that Carey was writing a novel concurrent to the script: “I ended up writing a draft of the movie, and then chapters of the novel, and then a draft of the movie, and then more chapters,” he laughs.

 

The screenplay takes place 10 years after a plague has decimated Britain. ‘Hungries’ are now the dominant species, with the few surviving humans barricading themselves away from these roving, flesh-eating creatures. Ten-year-old Melanie (Sennia Nanua) and 20 other children are second-generation survivors, half human, half-hungry. The children are educated by teacher Helen Justineau (Gemma Arterton) whose developing bond with the fiercely intelligent Melanie forms the heart of the movie. But there are other key figures, too: scientist Dr. Caroline Caldwell (Glenn Close) hopes to discover an anti-virus by experimenting on the children; and armed military men Sgt. Eddie Parks (Paddy Considine) and Kieron Gallagher (Fisayo Akinade) are forever on hand to act as a reminder of the great danger at hand. It is these five characters that we follow when the action moves above ground and across a country that’s been partially reclaimed by nature.

 

The Girl With All The Gifts is, undoubtedly, a zombie movie. But it is also something very different. “I think it has a number of unique selling points as a zombie story,” starts Carey. “We decided very early on that we wanted to have a scientifically plausible explanation for our zombie apocalypse; for the plague that’s overtaken humanity. We went shopping and we found a fungus, Ophiocordyceps Unilateralis, in a David Attenborough documentary, ‘The Secret Life Of Plants’. It is a parasite that attacks ants in the Amazon rainforest. Its spores fall onto the forest floor. The ants crawl over them. The spores attach themselves to the ant’s body, and then the fungal mycelia grow up through the carapace of the ant into its nervous system. Basically, the fungus takes the ant and drives it away. It’s a hijacking.”

 

Just imagine if such a thing should happen to humans…

 

Another of The Girl With All The Gift’s smart decisions is the idea to show the action through the eyes of Melanie, with Carey saying, “We’re being told this story from the point of view of a child – a relatable, intelligent, brave, emotionally open child, who is also a zombie.”

 

Originality, reality, emotion – put the three together and you begin to understand how the production attracted such names as six-time Academy Award nominee Glenn Close, Gemma Arterton and Paddy Considine. All three had no hesitation attaching themselves to a ‘genre movie’ when it was this good.

 

“They sent me the script, and I thought it was wonderful,” shrugs Close. “It was very well-written. It had interesting characters. A different take on the genre. And good people involved. I Skyped with Colm and my blink reaction was very positive.” She pauses, considers. “I’ve never been in a movie like this or played this kind of a part.”

 
“I thought the zombie thing got very tired,” says Considine. “I know people really love them, but I never took a massive interest in any of that stuff. There are probably only two zombie films I really like – the original Dawn Of The Dead and Shaun Of The Dead. I didn’t have any burning desire to do anything like this.” A read of the script and a meet with McCarthy changed everything, though. “It’s just about the people and the story,” he states.

 

Arterton is clearly passionate about the project. “I don’t usually get stuff like this sent to me,” she begins. “The story’s so brilliant. I love the themes. I think they’re great. Even recently, in the news, it was a talking point – what’s going to happen when humans mess up the planet? Are we going to be able to survive? Are we the ones that deserve this planet? I love that theme of the survival of the fittest. But also nature rebelling and taking back. I just thought it was fascinating. I mean, of course it’s a genre movie, but it’s deeper than that. Much, much deeper. It’s really hard to describe it when people say, ‘What’s the movie you’re doing?’ It’s about zombies. But it’s not. It’s about life and about our planet. I love that the pathogen is natural.”

 

It was crucial, of course, to find a child actress who could carry the movie as Melanie. McCarthy and Gatin auditioned 500 girls for the part. They needed someone who could plug into the emotion of the script and at the same time be tough enough to travel away from home for 10 weeks, be strapped to a wheelchair, and cope with some physically demanding action sequences.

 

“It sounds kind of impossibly romantic, but Sennia was the last of 500 girls to walk through the door and meet us for the part,” insists McCarthy. “I think we were down to about half a dozen girls at that stage, and we were doing final readings with Gemma. But I went to Nottingham to The Television Workshop, which is where a lot of the more exciting, interesting British actors have come from. She was the very last one that day. I knew there was something really special happening from the very first scene that she read.”

 

Nanua seems quite unfazed by it all. “I auditioned for it and I thought, you know, it’s just a film. And then I auditioned again in London. I had met the director before, but then I met the producer as well, which was really nice, because she’s really sweet. And then I met the cast and crew. And then I went back and auditioned again and did a reading with Gemma – which was really nice, because I really got to know her then. And I think that was the last audition that I did. I heard they rang up my mum and said I had the part. My mum was bursting into tears: ‘Oh my God, Sennia – you’ve got the part!’  I was like, ‘OK, mum.’ I was really happy inside, but I don’t normally show it a lot.”

 

Once the action moves above ground, McCarthy got a chance to shoot in the kind of derelict locations that he mentioned to Gatin that very first time they spoke about teaming up to make The Girl With All The Gifts.

 

“I have a love for photography and also the magical quality of the human world taken back over by nature,” he says. “As a child, I used to go and play in derelict houses. I would love being in a room where maybe someone lived and a family had been, but now there was a tree growing through the floorboards. The aesthetic of the film was borne out of that. We looked at a lot of derelict spaces around the world. We knew we wanted some kind of international element to the shoot. We hit upon Pripyat, which is the town outside Chernobyl. So we sent a unit there to film. And the idea of combining that with some of the derelict spaces in the Midlands that we’d found was kind of the world-creating approach that we took. We were looking for locations where nature had really taken over for about the right length of time.”

 

One of the most striking locations in the film is a hospital that houses a key portion of the action. It looks like a triumph or art design but in fact came ready-made.

 

“About midway through prep, the location manager phoned me up and excitedly said, ‘I’ve found this place, and it’s the most messed-up hospital I’ve ever been in’,” laughs McCarthy. “We went and looked at this hospital in Dudley that became the hospital in the film. It would have been beyond our budgetary limitations to create that kind of look with the art department. It was epic – corridor after corridor of peeling wallpaper and ivy coming through the windows. All this ‘ruin porn’ stuff that we’d been fantasising about since early on!”

 

As Gatin notes, these striking locations, aided by subtle use of digital effects where necessary, helped fashion the tone of the film. “It was all about real locations, performances of real human beings under duress, and trying to bring that all together,” she explains. “It was really important that in the performances, we had that feeling of people being harassed and tired and exhausted. It becomes a very basic human feeling of ‘I need to survive’, but frankly it’s ‘survive for what?’ Because you’re never going to have a sense of comfort ever again – and that was part of the realism that Colm was looking for.

 

“It was interesting talking about it with the actors whilst we were shooting the film because, you know, 10 years of surviving every day, being attacked by hungries every day – you don’t have a weekend, you don’t have a day off, you don’t have a holiday, you haven’t slept properly in 10 years. Every time you hear a sound, it just wakes you up because you think you might need to run away.”

 

The final word should go to Carey, who can’t quite believe that such a film has sprouted from his idea for a short story. Rather aptly, it grew and grew until it took over and became his whole world. “It is the fulfillment of a dream,” he says. “It really is.”
CAST

Helen Justineau (Gemma Arterton) 

Gemma Arterton has recently finished filming London set A Hundred Streets alongside Idris Elba and Samantha Barks, which is due for release later this year. Other starring roles for Gemma this year include World War drama Their Finest Hour and a Half, co-starring Sam Claflin and Bill Nighy and directed by Lone Scherfig; French film Orpheline, co-starring Adele Exarchopoulos, Adele Haenel and Nicolas Duvauchelle; The History of Love, starring alongside Derek Jacobi, Elliott Gould and Sophie Nelisse.

 

Gemma’s vast career highlights include her role as Gemma Bovery in the 2014 adaptation of Madame Bovary as her first foreign language film, and in Stephen Frears' Tamara Drewe (2010) opposite Dominic Cooper. She also starred as iconic Bond Girl ‘Strawberry Fields’ in Quantum of Solace and J Blakeson's independent film The Disappearance of Alice Creed. 

For television, Gemma starred as 'Tess' in the BBC adaptation of Thomas Hardy's novel 'Tess of the D'Ubervilles' co-starring Eddie Redmayne and as Elizabeth Bennett in ITV's costume drama 'Lost in Austin'. Her theatre credits include lead role in this year’s critically acclaimed 'Nell Gwynn' at London’s Apollo Theatre and a run in the hit West End musical version of the 2010 film ‘Made In Dagenham’ at the Adelphi Theatre last year, for which she received multiple award nominations.

Sgt Eddie Parks (Paddy Considine) 

Paddy Considine is an actor, writer and director. His critically acclaimed directorial debut, Tyrannosaur, won numerous awards including the Outstanding Debut Award at the BAFTA's 2012, the Douglas Hickox Award for Best Debut Director and Best Actress for Olivia Colman at the BIFA’s 2011, and the Best Director and Special Jury Prize (for Olivia Colman and Peter Mullan) at the Sundance Film Festival 2011. 

As an actor, Paddy’s varied roles have included In America directed by Jim Sheridan, Shane Meadows' 1999 English comedy drama A Room for Romeo Brass and his thriller Dead Man's Shoes (which Paddy co-wrote with Meadows), Michael Winterbottom's cult classic 24 Hour Party People, Pawel Pawlikowski's My Summer of Love, English hit comedy Hot Fuzz directed by Edgar Wright and Paul Greengrass’ action thriller The Bourne Ultimatum.  Paddy’s most recent acting roles have included Macbeth and BAFTA award-winning culture clash comedy Pride. His recent television credits include 'Peaky Blinders' and the title role in 'The Suspicions of Mr. Whicher'.

Paddy is in post-production on his next feature film titled Journeyman, which he has written, directed and stars in, he has the lead role of Matty Burton.

Dr Caroline Caldwell (Glenn Close) 
Glenn Close is currently reprising her Tony Award-winning role in Andrew Lloyd Webber’s musical Sunset Boulevard here at the London Coliseum.
Close made her theatre, and Broadway, debut in Harold Prince's revival of Love for Love. Her theater credits include The Crucifer of Blood, The Singular Life of Albert Nobbs (Obie Award), Barnum (Tony nomination) and Tony Awards for her performances in The Real Thing and Death and the Maiden, both directed by Mike Nichols. In London, she reteamed with the director of the original Sunset Boulevard stage production, Trevor Nunn, in his Royal National Theatre revival of A Streetcar Named Desire. She returned to Broadway for the 2014 revival production of Edward Albee’s A Delicate Balance. 

A six-time Academy Award nominee, Close completed filming last year on the sci-fi thriller What Happened to Monday, The Girl With All the Gifts, Wilde Wedding and the comedy Bastards. All are due for release in 2016. Close made her feature film debut in George Roy Hill's The World According to Garp, earning her awards from the Los Angeles Film Critics Association and the National Board of Review as well as her first Academy Award nomination. She was subsequently Oscar-nominated for The Big Chill, The Natural, Fatal Attraction and Stephen Frears' Dangerous Liaisons (for which she was also a BAFTA Award nominee).

Close received her sixth Academy Award nomination in 2012, along with Golden Globe and SAG nominations, for Albert Nobbs. She wrote the screenplay with (Man Booker prize-winning novelist) John Banville. Close was also a producer on the film and composed the lyrics for the Golden Globe and World Soundtrack-nominated song, “Lay Your Head Down.” For Albert Nobbs, she received the Irish Film and Television Award (IFTA) as “Best Foreign Actress,” was voted “Best Actress” at the 2011 Tokyo International Film Festival, and was honored for her performance by the San Sebastian Film Festival (Donostia Award), Hollywood Film Festival, Mill Valley Film Festival and the Palm Springs Film Festival.
Her film credits include Richard Marquand's Jagged Edge, Barbet Schroeder's Reversal of Fortune, Franco Zeffirelli's Hamlet, István Szabó's Meeting Venus, Ron Howard's The Paper, Stephen Herek's 101 Dalmatians, Kevin Lima's 102 Dalmatians, Wolfgang Petersen's Air Force One, Robert Altman's Cookie's Fortune, Rose Troche's The Safety of Objects, Merchant Ivory's Le Divorce, Chris Terrio's Heights, Rodrigo García's Things You Can Tell Just by Looking at Her and Nine Lives, Evening, Low Down, 5 to 7, Anesthesia, The Great Gilly Hopkins and Guardians of the Galaxy.
In 2012, Close headlined the fifth and final season of the critically acclaimed original legal thriller, Damages. For her riveting portrayal of high-stakes litigator ‘Patty Hewes’, Close won two consecutive Emmys as “Best Actress in a Drama Series” and two subsequent Emmy nominations, along with a Golden Globe Award and three SAG Award nominations. 

Close’s twelve Golden Globe nominations include a Best Actress win for Andrei Konchalovsky's adaptation of The Lion in Winter (which also earned her a SAG Award). Among the television projects that have brought her twelve Emmy nominations, is an Emmy Award for her performance as Margarethe Cammermeyer in Serving in Silence: the Margarethe Cammermeyer Story (for which she also received a Peabody Award as executive producer).

Other television credits include The Shield, The Elephant Man, Something About Amelia, Stones for Ibarra, The Ballad of Lucy Whipple and In the Gloaming, for which she won a CableACE Award. She executive produced and starred in Richard Pearce's musical remake of South Pacific for ABC TV. In 2009, Glenn Close co-founded Bring Change 2 Mind, a charity dedicated to confronting, head-on, the stigma and discrimination associated with mental illness by empowering people to start the conversation. The idea for the organization came about following Close’s first-hand observation of battles with mental illness within her family. 

Close actively supports Puppies Behind Bars and their program Dog Tags: Service Dogs for Those Who’ve Served Us. Close is a Founding Member of the Panthera Conservation Advisory Committee. Panthera is an international nonprofit whose sole mission is conservation of the world’s 36 species of wild cats. She is a trustee emeritus of The Sundance Institute, having served as a board member for 16 years.  

Melanie (Sennia Nanua) 

Sennia Nanua has been training at the BAFTA award-winning Television Workshop for 3 years. She recently won great acclaim for her role in the short film 'Beverley' alongside Vicky McClure, which has gone on to win more than 30 awards on the festival circuit.   

On a personal note, Sennia enjoys listening to varied music, dancing just about anywhere and singing her favorite songs. She loves tasting food from around the world and learning to cook.

Dr Jean Selkirk (Anamaria Marinca) 

Romanian, Anamaria Marinca followed her father’s footsteps and became an actress. After performing on international theatre stages, Anamaria received the Best Actress BAFTA in 2005 for playing Elena in the British mini-series Sex Traffic by David Yates. She made her cinema debut in 2007 as Otilia in the Golden Palm winning drama 4 Months, 3 Weeks and 2 Days directed by Cristian Mungiu.

Kieran Gallagher (Fisayo Akinade) 

Fisayo graduated from the Central School of Speech and Drama in 2011. He made his professional stage debut in Samuel Beckett’s ‘Waiting For Godot’, a co-production by West Yorkshire Playhouse and Talawa Theatre Company. Director – Colm McCarthy

Colm McCarthy has worked on many top TV shows including ‘Peaky Blinders’, ‘Sherlock’, ‘Ripper Street’, ‘Spooks’, ‘Hustle’, ‘Dr Who’ and ‘The Tudors’. He directed all six hours of series two of ‘Peaky Blinders’, starring Tom Hardy, Cillian Murphy, Sam Neill and Helen McCrory, and written by Steven Knight (Dirty Pretty Things, Locke, Eastern Promises). The series went on to garner a BAFTA nomination. Colm directed Sherlock’s wedding episode, “The Sign of Three”, starring Benedict Cumberbatch and Martin Freeman, viewed already by a worldwide audience of over sixty million. 
‘Single Handed’, which he directed the first two parter of, became the first (and only) Irish television production to be bought by a British broadcaster and went on to run for a further three years. ‘His Murphy's Law’, written by Russell Lewis, was nominated for a BAFTA. Russell and Colm collaborated again on a single film: ‘Endeavour’ for ITV, which was a hit both critically and in terms of ratings and audience reaction. Three full series of ‘Endeavour’ were commissioned by ITV as a result.

Colm McCarthy's short films, in particular The Making of A Prodigy, have also garnered many international awards. Colm's first feature film, Outcast, premiered at SXSW in America and EIFF in Europe.

Producer – Camille Gatin

Camille’s most recent project is the feature adaptation of The Girl With All The Gifts by M.R. Carey and directed by Colm. She also produced Jonathan van Tulleken and Tim Key's Anthony, a black comedy set in Lapland, which is currently touring film festivals around the world. The short film has won London Short Film Festival's LOCO Best Comedy Award, Best Short and Best Actor at the LA Indie Film Festival and Best Comedy at NYShortsFest, as well as being in selection at Palm Springs, Encounters, Chicago International Film Festival and Flickerfest.

In 2014, Camille produced the second season of ‘Endeavour’ for ITV, the reboot of Inspector Morse. Each feature length episode was directed respectively by: Kristoffer Nyholm (The Killing), Giuseppe Capotondi (Venice film festival winner La Doppia Ora), Andy Wilson (Ripper Street) and Geoff Sax (White Noise).

Camille Gatin's first feature, Shadow Dancer, directed by Oscar winning director James Marsh, and written by Tom Bradby, starring Andrea Riseborough, Clive Owen and Gillian Anderson, was released by Paramount in the UK in summer 2012. Shadow Dancer premiered at Sundance and out of competition at the Berlin Film Festival.


Producer – Angus Lamont 

Angus Lamont produced, with Robin Gutch, the BAFTA nominated feature film '71, directed by Yann Demange and starring Jack O’Connell, which was released in the UK by StudioCanal in October 2014. The film has won numerous awards at film festivals around the world as well as Best Director at the BIFAs at the end of 2014. Financed by Film4, the BFI and Screen Yorkshire the film was released in the USA by Roadside Attractions.

Lamont previously produced Donkey Punch for Warp X, Film4 and Optimum Releasing, Late Night Shopping for Film4 and Stella Does Tricks for the BFI, all theatrically released in the UK and around the world.
Writer – Mike Carey

Mike read English at Oxford University, winning the David Duff Prize for original writing in both his freshman and final years and contributing regularly to the Cherwell, a student-run local freesheet.  He taught media for ten years at sixth form and FE levels while developing his own creative projects (primarily in comics and film), before resigning to pursue writing full-time. His original graphic novel series The Unwritten appeared regularly in the New York Times bestseller list and was nominated for both the Eisner and Hugo awards. He also wrote the horror/fantasy comic Lucifer, which has now been produced as a TV series by Fox.

Mike's work in other media includes the Felix Castor series of supernatural crime thrillers, the novel and screenplay The Girl With all the Gifts, and Fellside.  He is currently developing TV series and has several other films under commission.

Director of Photography - Simon Dennis 

Simon has been shooting movies and high end TV drama around the world for fourteen years. Raised in Devon he was keen photographer from a young age. He graduated with a first degree Hons in Film & TV at Napier Film School in Scotland in 1997 before winning a Scottish Bafta for his photography on the short film ‘Sex & Death’. He quickly moved into various pop promos and commercials before shooting his first feature film, The Last Great Wilderness, for acclaimed director David Mackenzie in 2002. He spent ten years shooting a number of diverse movie projects including Pusher before shooting The Sweeney in 2012, which reached number 1 at the UK box office.
His recent Bafta and RTS nominated work includes series 2 of the acclaimed BBC2 Drama 'Peaky Blinders', US movie 'American Hero’, ITV Studios 1930’s adventure bound take on ‘Jekyll & Hyde’ and feature film The Limehouse Golem written by Jane Goldman (X-Men, Kingsman, Kick Ass) starring Bill Nighy, Olivia Cooke, Eddie Marsan and Douglas Booth.
He recently worked on series 4 of the hugely successfully Emmy winning TV show 'Black Sails' in Cape Town for Starz.
Composer – Cristobal Tapia de Veer

Cristobal started working on film scores together with French-Canadian singer Jorane, for "I am Dina" (dir. Ole Bornedal), "LoveSick" (dir. Lewis Cohen, Cirque de Soleil) winner of a Gemini Award 2006, CAN, for best original Music, "Kamataki" (dir. Claude Gagnon), nominated for best original music at the Prix Jutra 2007, CAN, and "Un dimanche à Kigali" (dir. Robert Favreau), winner of a Prix Jutra 2007, CAN, for best original music.

In 2011 he scored his first mini-TV series "The Crimson Petal and the White" (dir. Marc Munden, BBC2), nominated at the BAFTA'S 2012 for Best mini-series. Two years later Munden and Cristo teamed up again to work on C4's "Utopia". The 2 x 6 episode long conspiracy thriller won an International EMMY Award 2014 for best drama series. His music for Utopia won the 2013 Royal Television Society Craft and Design Award, UK, for best original score and got nominated for the same Award again in 2014 ("Utopia 2"). In 2015 his original score for the second season was awarded with a Music and Sound Award, UK.

In 2013, he composed the music for ICI-Radio-Canada's new TV-drama "Série Noire" (dir. JF Rivard), for which he won twice at the PRIX GEMEAUX (ACCT) in 2014. Later that year, he began work on the BBC One mini-series "Jamaica Inn", directed by BAFTA award-winning Phillipa Lowthorpe.

Cristobal’s latest works can be heard on the AMC / C4 co-production "Humans", C4's biggest drama hit in 20 years and nominated for best drama series at the BAFTAS 2016. He is currently working on ‘National Treasure’ (Channel 4) written by Jack Thorne, directed by Marc Munden, starring Robbie Coltrane, Julie Walters, Andrea Riseborough produced by Forge Entertainment. The Girl with all the Gifts is his first feature film.
